Definition of law :

Meaning 1 :

- LAW, noun: the system of rules which a particular country or community
recognizes as regulating the actions of its members and which it may enforce by
the imposition of penalties.

E.g. "Theft is an act punishable by law"
- Enforcement of the body of rules i sthrough a controlling authority.
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Meaning 2 :
- Law is the set of rules and general norms that govern the relationships between
individuals and define their rights and prerogatives as well as what is obligatory,
authorized or prohibited. The law been forced in a binding manner by the
intervention of the public power, i.e. the State. This is what distinguishes a rule

of law from a rule of morality or politeness.

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Definitions :

1- Defining public law :

The term "public law" refers to all the rules of law governing the organization
and functioning of the State, the administration, local authorities and institutions
attached to the State (legal persons governed by public law), as well as their
relations with private persons.

Public law, with powers specific to the public authorities, defends the general

interest.

2- Defining Private law :

We call "private law" the set of rules of law that govern relations between
private persons, whether physical (individuals) or legal (companies,
associations, etc.). It deals with acts and life of individuals like marriage,
divorce, inheritance, adoption, property, contracts, etc.

Private law is opposed to public law, which deals with the relations between
private persons and public institutions or the relations of public institutions with

each other.

Administrative Law :

Administrative law refers to all the principles and rules of law that apply
to the public administration, its bodies (organs) and the acts performed in the
relations between the various components of the public administration or
between the public administration and individuals. Administrative law is a
branch of public law that brings together general principles applicable to all
public authorities.
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Administrative law is the branch of public law whose main object is to
govern (to regulate) the relationships between public administrative authorities
and those maintained with individuals. It encompasses (It consists of - It
isconstituted by) all the rules (all the regulations)that govern (that apply to) the
administration's public service missions.
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Council of State in Algeria :

For the exercise of its judicial function, the Algerian Council of State is
organized in chambers which can be divided into sections specialized in the
different branches of administrative litigation. The Chamber or Section consists
of a President and at least two Councillors, and the Hearing Clerk. When the
hearing is held, the State Commissioner or a Deputy State Commissioner attends
to present his oral conclusions.

The President of the Council of State may, if necessary, preside over any
chamber.



Currently the Council of State has five chambers that share the various disputes.
