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Differences Between Journal Articles, Review Articles, Quarterly
and Yearbook

Journal articles and review articles are two distinct types of scholarly publications that
serve different purposes in the academic literature.

Journal Articles: Journal articles present original research findings. They describe a
study that the authors conducted, including the research question, methodology, results,
and conclusions. Journal articles contribute new knowledge to the field, serving as
pioneers of knowledge that open new paths to studying areas.

Review Articles: Review articles, on the other hand, summarize and analyse the
existing research on a topic. They do not report original research but rather synthesize
and evaluate the current state of understanding based on previously published studies.
Review articles can be narrative, systematic, or meta-analyses, acting as guides through
the existing body of research.

Quarterly and Yearbook:

In terms of frequency of publication, journals can be categorized into different types
based on their publication schedule. Quarterly journals publish issues at regular
intervals, typically every 3 months, while yearbooks are published annually. The choice
of publication frequency depends on the journal's goals, the field of study, and the target
audience.
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Components of an introduction in a legal academic article

Components of an introduction in a legal academic article typically include:
. General Background Information: Providing a broad context for the study, introducing
the topic in a general manner to set the stage for more specific details.

. Specific Background Information: Delving deeper into the main topic of the study, often
including a literature review to help readers understand the specific purpose of the
research.

. Description of the Gap in Knowledge: Clearly outlining the gap in existing knowledge
that the study aims to address, highlighting the need for the research.

. Statement of Study Aim: Presenting the objective of the study clearly and concisely,
aligning with the abstract to maintain a cohesive message about the research purpose.

. Optional Summary Paragraph: Concluding the introduction with a brief overview of the
key points discussed, serving as a reminder for readers and providing a structure for
understanding the rest of the article.

These components collectively establish the foundation for the study, explaining why the
research was conducted, its significance, and what readers can expect from the academic
article.
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1- The socioeconomic challenge: We must ensure that our planet is habitable, even
comfortable, for billions of people, even as powerful demographic shifts transform the global
economy.
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2- The diplomatic challenge: States must strike the right balance between self-determination
and stability. Conflicts where states fight for territories are vanishing; most armed violence now
arises from populations claiming the same territories (e.g., ex-Yugoslavia) and/or new regimes

coming into power (e.g., Arab Spring upheavals). Therefore, the world must be governed as a
whole. The UN is the necessary mediator for this global management.
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The sovereign state is reshaped both internally (via citizens and media) and externally (via global
opinion and geopolitical forces). The order is governed by a universal social contract, governed by the
UN. There is no other way to transform the jungle of states into a society.

Today, state legitimacy rests on myriad moving parts: marshaling public opinion; garnering the
support of other states; passing mandates at international organizations. Any international
intervention without UN agreement suffers from an inherent weakness (e.g., the 1999 NATO operation
against Serbia; the 2003 U.S. invasion of Iraq). Only the UN can provide the broadest legitimacy, but

it does not guarantee immunity from controversy: last year's UNSC resolution 1973 on military action
in Libya serves a stark reminder of this.
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IT — Preconditions for UN Success.
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Three things are necessary to ensure successful global governance:
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Balancing world powers: Global governance must make allowances for these imbalances and even
organize its dynamics around these realities.
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Garnering regional support: Regional actors know the issues on the ground and can set up adapted
configurations. Peace must be a two-way process: top-down, bottom-up.
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Fostering trust: In an open and democratic world, nothing should be imposed; rather, everything
should be negotiated. Most peacekeeping operations are fraught with myriad challenges, including
protagonists with conflicting perceptions; traumatized and suspicious populations; indifferent or

weakly motivated peacekeepers; and governments that prioritize self-interest at the international
community's expense. The concept of state building must evolve into society building.
