A. A monarchy: is a government where a single person (the monarch: the king) rules
the government. The title of the monarch is hereditary; this means one inherits the
position. The title is passed on through accession when the existing monarch dies or
abdicates (voluntarily gives up the title).

B. A republic: is defined as “a state in which the supreme power rests in the hands of
citizens entitled to vote and is exercised by representatives chosen directly or
indirectly by them. The leader of this government (or state) is not
a hereditary monarch but a president, whether he is elected or installed.
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3. Reading:

The term democracy comes from the Greek words “demos” and ‘kratos”, which
mean “common people” and “power”. Thus, democracy literally means “power to the
people”. It is a government in which all citizens have the equal right to have their
voices heard and determine state policy through elected representatives. Laws passed
by the state reflect the will of the majority of the population.

2. Definitions

A. Political systems:

Political systems are the formal and informal political processes by which decisions
are made concerning the use, production and distribution of resources in any given
society. Formal political institutions can determine the process for electing leaders;
the roles and responsibilities of the executive and legislature; the organisation of
political representation (through political parties); and the accountability and
oversight of the state.
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B. Presidential System: In a presidential system, the president is elected by the
people and is not a member of the legislature. In such systems the president is both
the political head of the government and also the head of state, who presides over
ceremonies and official functions. The president chooses a staff members to serve as
his cabinet. These are the heads of various departments.

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C. Parliamentary System: In a parliamentary system, the prime minister is the
national political leader, is generally a member of the legislature who is either elected
by the legislature or chosen automatically as the leader of the party with the most
members in the legislature. The prime minister’s cabinet, and the leaders of the
government departments, are also members of the legislature.

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What is the science of economics?

2. Definitions:

What is the science of political economy?

In 1615, the term political economy appeared through the French writer Antoine de
Montchreétien in his book: "A Lengthy Treatise on Political Economy". It consists of a
collection of advice directed towards the king, guiding him on the proper
management of the state's finances. There were two reasons that led him to choose
this name:

First: His desire to distinguish his research topic from the topics that the Greeks were
discussing, "household management rules”; the term "political” implies that his
subject is not the economy of the family but rather the economy of the state.

Second: The main purpose of the book was political, represented in how the state
obtains gold through foreign trade.
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3. Reading:

The emergence of Adam Smith's book, "An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the
Wealth of Nations," marked a new era in political economy. Smith is widely regarded
as the father of political economy. He defined political economy as the "science of
enriching nations and the sovereign.” Following him, John Baptiste Say defined it as
the "science that guides us to the means of understanding how wealth is formed,
distributed, and consumed."

Definition of the Economic Problem

The first definition:

The economic problem is defined as the society's inability to satisfy all its human
needs for goods and services in the face of resource scarcity and means of production.
The economic problem simply lies in the relative scarcity of the available economic
resources in their various forms.

The second definition:

The economic problem is defined as the inability of society to meet the needs of its
individuals, which are characterized by being unlimited, increasing, renewable, and
interrelated, due to the relative scarcity of economic resources. The economic
problem is the society's inability to meet all its infinite needs and desires for limited
goods and services, which compels it to make choices.

From the previous definitions of the economic problem, a set of reasons that lead to

the emergence of the economic problem are highlighted. Economists agree that these

reasons are the main pillars of the economic problem, and the economic problem

cannot be solved except by identifying them. These reasons are: scarcity of resources

(the first pillar), infinite needs (the second pillar), and choice (the third pillar).

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2. Definitions:

Definition of relative scarcity of resources :

The concept of relative scarcity of resources refers to the insufficient economic
resources to satisfy human desires. It is a relative expression of the relationship
between human needs and the means to satisfy them. The quantities of a particular
resource may be relatively large, but it is considered scarce when measured against
the human desires that need to be satisfied. In other words, it is scarce in terms of the
quantity of its available supply compared to the desired level of satisfaction for
needs. Relative scarcity means that human needs are greater than the available
resources.

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Causes of relative scarcity of resources:

One of its most important causes are:

Insufficient natural and human resources.

Inefficient use of available resources.

Vulnerability of some resources to depletion and exhaustion.

Increase in population at a rate that exceeds the increase in production.
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3. Reading:

To the extent that we understand the characteristics of things and the laws that govern
the world, it is as easy as that to increase the utilization of these resources and satisfy
human needs. Therefore, solving the economic problem always requires us to exploit
scarce resources with different uses in the best possible way and employ them in the
most effective manner that achieves the maximum goals and meets the highest
possible satisfaction of human needs and requirements.
